HE 107 Malaysians and

their family members

who were quarantined at

the Higher Education
Leadership Academy in Bandar
Enstek, Nilai, Negri Sembilan,
have been cleared of Covid-19 in-
fection.

“They have been cleared of
Covid-19 and allowed to go home,
except for one person who has

* been warded for an unrelated
health problem,” said Health
Minister Datuk Seri Dr Dzulkefly
Ahmad.

The 107 people were brought
back under the Special Human-
itarian Mission following the
novel coronavirus outbreak ear-
lier this month.

Dr Dzulkefly said two con-
firmed cases, a father and hisson,
had also recovered and were al-
lowed to go home.

“As of today (yesterday), the
number of confirmed cases stood

, at 22. Eleven have recovered
while another 11 are being treated
in the isolation ward. No new cas-
es were reported today (yester-
day).

“We also have 583 people under
investigation and 230 cases of
close-contact at the Crisis Pre-
paredness and Response Centre.
The 230 people tested negative
for the virus, and we are waiting
for the results of 13 more close-
contact cases.

“The standard operating pro-
cedure is for the test to be con-
ducted more than once, with a
negative result, before the person
is given a clean bill,” he said at a
press conference here.

Present were Deputy Health
Minister Dr Lee Boon Chye and
deputy health director-general
(public health) Datuk Dr Chong
Chee Kheong.

Dr Dzulkefly, who had a dis-‘

cussion with World Health Or-
ganisation director-general Dr
Tedros Adhanom Ghebreyesus
via teleconference earlier, said
WHO had expressed concern
over public health in Malaysia

and suggested that the Covid-19
test be conducted on all severe
acute respiratory infection
(SARI) cases as well.

“He (Dr Ghebreyesus) inquired
about our state of preparedness
and crisis management. WHO ad-
vised us to carry out influenza
surveillance by testing SARI pa-
tients for Covid-19. We, however,
told them that we had widened
the treatment and testing pro-
cesses for patients with breathing
and respiratory-related problems
on top of the suggested influenza
surveillance.”

Dr Dzulkefly said the ministry
would continue to work with
WHO and health agencies to en-
sure the situation was under con-
trol. 2

He said only four Malaysians
were on board the Diamond
Princess cruise liner that was an-
chored and quarantined at Yoko-
hama Port in Japan.

He said two of them had tested
positive for Covid-19 while the
other two were waiting for test
results.

“So far, the two who have tested
positive for Covid-i9 are receiv-
ing treatment at a hospital in
Japan.”

He said there were no plans to
bring them back home as they
were undergoing treatment.

“Just like what we do here to
patients or cases from other
countries, we can only release
them (those who tested positive)
from hospital when they are free
from the virus by testing them
twice.”

“There have been no new in-
structions yet.”

The humanitarian mission to
evacuate Malaysians and their
families from the epicentre of the
virus on Feb 4 saw 141 Malaysians
listed to board the flight home.

However, due to road closures
and other logistical factors, only
107 boarded the flight home.

tests come out negative

: NILAI: “Please believe us, we are
free from Covid-19, Insya-Allah,”

The 36-year-old is one of the

. under quarantine at the Higher
: Education Leadership Academy
: in Bandar Enstek here who were
allowed to go home yesterday fol-
lowing the completion of the
quarantine period.

The remaining eight
Malaysians are expected to re-
turn home today. They were
among those who were evacuated
from Wuhan, China, on Feb 4 fol-
lowing the spread of the deadly
coronavirus.

Irwan said the Health Ministry
conducted three tests on them to
detect the presence of the virus.

“All the test results were neg-
ative, apart from the fact that we
displayed no symptoms of the
disease.”

He said the ministry officials
also took the temperatures of the
evacuees daily.

“The tests followed the World
- Health Organisation guidelines,
i and were also done in other coun-
. tries. Therefore, the public has to
be certain of its effectiveness and
need not worry about us.”

He said he was thankful that his
family, including his wife Nurul
: Farhana Md Sahal, 32, and their
: two children, were safe.

Putri Insyirah Wafa, 30, said
she was in Wuhan when the Chi-
nese government locked down
the city on Jan 23.

“Iknew that it would be hard to
get food, especially after the Chi-
nese New Year. So I had made
plans to stock up on food.

“Following Wuhan’s lockdown,
the Malaysian embassy contact-
ed me on Jan 27 to update us on
the situation before flying us
back home,” said Putri, who
works as a project planner at
Boustead Naval Shipyard Sdn
Bhd in Wuhan.

She said her youngest daugh-
ter, Putri Inara Falisha, who is 8
months’ old, was not in China as
she was with her family in
Keningau, Sabah. :

“Iam relieved to have been giv-
en a clean bill of health. I thank
the management for looking after
us and ensuring our wellbeing.”

7
“This is being managed by Nadma
and we will wait for instructions
from the Foreign Ministry on the
next flight from Wuhan.
© “We will make the announce-
ment once this is finalised,” he told
a press conference here.
Malaysia evacuated 107 Malay-
sians and their family members
from Wuhan, the capital of Hubei

and epicentre of the Covid-19 epi-
demic, on Feb 4 on a special flight
arranged by Nadma.

The agency later said 34 Malay-
sians were not evacuated due to
logistical problems and difficulty
looking for transport to Wuhan
Tianhe International Airport on
that day.

Yesterday, Dzulkefly announced
that all of the 107 Wuhan returnees
were cleared of the virus aftér
being quarantined for 14 days and
repeated tests conducted on them
proved negative.

They were released starting at
2pm yesterday.

“One individual remains warded
for an unrelated health issue,” said
the minister.

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Event companies in Penang feeling the strain of Covid-19

GEORGE TOWN: The global impact
of the Covid-19 outbreak continues
to ruin businesses, including those
in the event management field,
with some companies claiming
thousands of ringgit in losses.

The Penang Chinese Gixls’ Schaol
centennial celebration, which more
than 10,000 students and alumni
from ail over the world were sup-
posed to attend, was called off in the
wake of the outbreak.

The school’s board of directors in
a statement said the three-day cele-
bration, which had been scheduled
to start on March 6, was postponed

. indefinitely for the safety of the

would-be attendees as Covid-19 had
not been contained. :

Awesome Creative Events chief
executive officer Adrian Yech said
his company suffered losses of
about RM50,000 between February
and March.

“We are affected as several annu-
al dinners, corporate launches and
grand openings were postponed or
cancelled. i

“Despite that, we are not reduc-
ing salaries or laying off our staff as
we expect business to bounce back
in April,” he said.

Event director Shaun Kam said
his company faced RM60,000 in
losses this month due to the post-
ponement and cancellation of sev-
eral team-building programmes.

“My corpany conducts corporate
team-building programmes for par-
ticipants from Malaysia and abroad
and just this month alone, we have
had three cancellations.

“We also found out that some
other companies, which we had
given quotations and proposals,
have yet to decide whether to put
their events on hold or to cancel.

“As for some of the team-building
events we managed to conduct, a
number of participants dropped
out of the programme or just did
not turn up,” he said.

Kam added that his company pro-
vided participants with hand sani-
tisers and masks during the events.

Leon Chan, 24, a sales executive
who supplies designer furniture to

event management companies and

shopping malls, said his orders
were also affected by the virus out-
break.

“Some promotional events at
shopping malls and banks got can-
celled, especially after Chinese New
Year, so our orders dropped quite
badly.

“Many of the unconfirmed orders
got cancelled or postponed recently
too. There are still some ongoing
small events though,” he said.

TLM Event managing director
Jack Wong said the virus scare had
definitely affected businesses in the
event organising industry.

“The turnout rate of our outdoor
events this month was poor as pec-
ple opted to stay indoors.

“We will be having a food and
baby fair in Penang and Melaka in
March and April, but some of our
exhibitors decided to pull out as
their supplies were insufficient,
while some were worried that there
would be a poor turnout.

“We had to cancel our food expo
in Melaka,” he added.

Another event which also fell by
the wayside was the inaugural
Experience Penang Coastal Run
2020 scheduled for March 15.

Penang tourism development,
arts, culture and heritage commit-
tee chairman Yeoh Soon Hin said
many foreigners had registered for
the event, but the state received
many requests for it to be post-
poned.
