he standard of living for
I millions of people in Asia
continues to rise, as do the
ambitions of individual countries
in the regicn.

conflict in Asia is not managed
well, the reciional and internaticnal
econormic and security system wilt
be shaken.

Better domestic governance n
Asia Is essentlal. However, it is
increasingly difficult to imagine
that, without paying serious
attentlon to the relatlonships
between states in Asla, and
around the world, particularly
the United States, Europe, and
the Gulf and Middle Easi.

The need for knowledgaabie,
capable leaders with a firm grasp
on international affairs in the
region and beyond has never
been greater.

For years now the world’s economic centre has been
pulling away from the West. While some might argue
who will take America’s place as the engine of the world
economy, the facts are clear and undisputed. According
to the Organisation for Economic Cooperation and
Development, Asia is and will continue to be the world’s
fastest-growing region, with China and India leading the
charge. By 2050, these two countries will become the
world’s largest economies. The world's economic centre
will be in Asia.
