Call for action over faulty, unusable ventilators

KUALA LUMPUR: The govern-
ment has been urged to take ac-
tion against the parties respon-
sible for acquiring faulty venti-
lators that were supplied to the
Health Ministry.

This came following a revela-
tion in the Auditor-General’s Re-
port that showed only 28 of the
136 ventilators the ministry ob-
tained between 2020 and April
last year through the emergency
procurement procedure could be
used.

Bandar Kuching member of par-
liament Dr Kelvin Yii said the
matter must not be swept under
the rug and those involved should
be held accountable.

“If there are any elements of
negligence, action should be tak-
en and the parties involved must
be held responsible as this has
affected the quality of treatment,
especially during the pandemic.

“Lifesaving equipment is cru-
cial during the pandemic and neg-
ligence does not only cause waste
of public funds but, most impor-
tantly, would affect the quality of
patient care that could lead to loss
of lives,”

Hesaid according to the report,
Pharmaniaga Logistics was cho-
sen to purchase 500 ventilators
during the Covid-19 pandemic.

The company only supplied 136
ventilators, but 108 of them were

deemed unsafe.

Dr Yii said the government suf-
fered RM13.07 million in losses.

He said the situation could
have had a dire impact at a time
when healthcare staff were fight-
ing to save lives,

“At the height of the Covid-19
pandemic, many hospitals were
struggling to keep patients alive
amid shortages of staff, oxygen
supplies and medicine.

“Wards were full and equip-
ment like ventilators and oxygen
tanks were insufficient.”

He said healthcare staff were
forced to choose to save some pa-
tients over others, which greatly
affected the quality of service.
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He said the report also revealed
that the government was unable
to claim damages for the unus-
able ventilators as there was no
documentation of the appoint-
ment of suppliers between the
company and the Health Min-
istry.

“Even though that was the pro-
tocol for emergency procurement,
the proper documents should
have been prepared and signed as
it involved millions of ringgit in
public funds.

“That would have given better
legal protection to the ministry
and all parties involved against
liabilities and instances such as
this.” .
